It's also a good base 
for pavers or concrete if you 
decide to upgrade the surface 
later. •e ® repit is a 3' diameter 
steel ring that is dug in and sits 
about 4º higher than the patio. 
We have it set up so you can 
add an optional cooking grill 
for about $135 if you like 
cooking over a wood ®re. We
